              It was clear that once Richie 
started to get involved, he was going to 
look for new ways to grow and develop 
his talent.  "Each time I've learned things 
to improve on my editing and other ways 
to set up my shots, and so each time I feel 
that the production of my programs has 
gone up in value and quality, and then I 
went into having my own show, and that 
was part of an ego thing to be honest with 
you.  I mean who doesn't want to be on 
TV, I think that's what everyone aspires to 
be.  I think that's going really well too.  
Each time it's getting better, and the guest 
list keeps growing, so it's been a lot of 
fun." stated Sarno. 
              Richie is not only the producer 
of Turntable, but he's the host as well, 
which presents an entirely different set of 
challenges.  Richie explains how the ex-
perience has been for him.  “I learned 
from one of my early shows that you 
really have to prepare before hand.  I was 
running out of time on one of my guests, 
and it's like I'll just wing it when I get in 
there, and you know what?  That doesn't 
work, and it shows.  I was sitting there 
fumbling trying to make up time.  So for a 
half hour show it's a lot of preparation.  I 
have to do a lot of research on the guests 
that I have.    When I had Holly Harris, 
who's a DJ with WBOS radio, we talked 
about Blues.  Now I like a lot of music, I 
like doop, and motown, and so on, but I 
was never really a big Blues fan.  So I had 
to go to the library and do a lot of re-
search and study and look up things about 
her and the history of blues.  I would be 
driving in my car rehearsing what we 
were going to be talking about.  And if 
you don't do that it's going to show and 
you're going to look a little silly.  So, I 
mean there's a lot  planning before hand

I'm 
pleased to announce that Richie's special pro-
duction of Soul Cookin’ Peanut Man: The Life 
and Music of Little Joe Cook won 2nd place 
for excellence in a documentary with the an-
nual video festival presented by Northeast Re-
gional Alliance for Community Media.  Con-
gratulations Richie!   
              Richie Sarno first discovered an inter-
est with access television through long time 
access television producer Joe Vigelone, the 
host and producer of Visual Radio.  Having the 
opportunity to help with one of Joe's produc-
tions, Richie fell in love with access television.  
After that experience at an area access center, 
Richie noticed that BCAT was offering classes 
through the Rec. Department.  He decided to 
take a chance, take some classes to see how he 
would do with it.   "Then I volunteered", Sarno 
recalls, "and after learning Final Cut, set de-
sign, and some other things, I figured here's 
my opportunity to see if I really could do what 
I think I could." "Then I made plans for my 
first production which was John O'Neil: Por-
trait of a Cabaret Singer.

Richie Sarno on BCAT Producer Spotlight

Having enjoyed a 
wonderful time here 
in Burlington during 
the summer, and 
among other things 
having made such 
great friends at 

BCAT, I thought what better than to 
come back and spend a little more time 
with the BCAT crew and experience a 
New England (and my first) White 
Christmas. Cities in Australia never have 
snow so I was very interested to see how 
a town goes about it’s business blan-
keted in the white cold stuff. Also, the 
pictures on the Christ-
mas cards would now 
match what I would see 
outside.  Santa Claus 
with his trousers rolled 
up, catching a wave on 
a surfboard never 
really made sense. 
              So once again 
I boarded one of the finest flying ma-
chines to come out of Everett, WA and 
crossed the big puddle (the Pacific 
Clean) and the continental US to land at 
Logan Airport one week before Christ-
mas.  Once again I was warmly greeted 
and soon found myself toddling over to 
the BCAT studios. 
              Now I don’t want to make it 
appear as if it’s all ‘beer and skittles,’ 
the daily road to BCAT is not an easy 
one!

ful to have been part of an open, frank, 
passionate, energetic and stimulating 
free flow of ideas around the topic and to 
explore differing points of view.  The 
discussion brought in many other points 
of view from unsuspecting passers-by at 
the station adding to the collective wis-
dom being trained on the matter.  At one 
point documentary evidence was tabled 
in an attempt to demonstrate the value of 
the program and its host.  The ‘battle’ 
raged over two consecutive days with 
continuous volleys of point and counter-
point being exchanged.  I think it would 
be fair to say that the opposing parties 
arrived at a point of an uneasy yet cor-
dial cease-fire, agreeing to disagree yet 
with a new found respect for the contra-
dictory point of view. 
             Of course not everything at 
BCAT is centered around the glamorous

              During this visit I have had the 
opportunity to further develop skills in 
the editing of video shows.  After a gru-
eling certification test on Final Cut Pro, 
I was unleashed on the world of video 
editing. My first assignment being a Ro-
tary meeting. What I have really enjoyed 
the most about this kind of work is the 
scope to be creative and to try new 
things. The only limit is time.  I could 
spend all day on the feature rich video 
editing software packages available at 
BCAT.  
              One of my favorite times of the 
day at BCAT has been 
the morning coffee 
meeting. After having 
completed ‘the coffee 
run’ all staff members 
that are on deck will 
congregate in the 
kitchen area and discuss BCAT business.  
Sometimes the subjects may be extracur-
ricula, but mostly this is where the big 
decisions regarding the running of the 
station are made!!  Well this is what I 
was led to believe, there is a rumor that 
formal staff meetings are also conducted 
from time to time but that they don’t 
contribute anything essential to the run-

              Without doubt the best and 
most indelible lesson I’ve learned at 
BCAT in the production of an interview 
or news item is that there is no such 
thing as ‘too much B-roll.  In trying to 

edit together a story it’s 
wise to have as much 
footage as possible. The 
reason for this is so that 
you can cover camera 
shakes, being out of 

focus, people wandering in front of the 
camera, bumping the camera, drop out

to do the filing, prepare schedules, set 
up the studio, pack up the studio, and 
the dreaded tape libraries.  I must say I 
have enjoyed a share of the BCAT 
housekeeping duties, all for the greater 
good of the station, and ultimately 
BCAT viewers. 
              It’s impossible to think of 
BCAT without thinking of Dick 
Linder - BCAT’s station engineer.  Dick 
is the wizard behind all the technology 
that keeps BCAT on the air, but that’s 
not all.

Dick is not afraid to 
get his hands dirty in politics and nego-

tiations.  I was fortunate to do a short 
interview with Dick demonstrating one 
of his favorite toys, the Van de Graff 
Generator.

the audio.  In contrast, the computer uses 
a high quality system, a good representa-
tion of the audio.  Often, a person using 
the editor would listen to the computer 
audio but look at the monitor video.  Due 
to the processing time in the computer, 
the computer audio lags the 
monitor audio by about one 
or two frames. This caused 
confusion and some opera-
tors would “correct” the delay by offset-
ting the audio.  The result was a final 
edited tape with offset audio.  All this is 
history.  The several programming 
sources now feed into the same amplifier 
and speaker system through a small 
mixer.  Now the operator can select 
which audio plays through the high qual-
ity system and there is no reason to 
watch video on one monitor and listen to 
the audio from a different source.  
 

VERIZON ON THE HORIZON 
 

Contract negotiations 
are progressing.  We 
are now at the point 
where we are dis-
cussing Verizon’s 

support of BCAT and the I-NET.  Very  
shortly we will consult with a Verizon 
video engineer regarding the connection 
of BCAT to the Verizon network. 

BCAT EDIT SUITES 
 
Our three edit 
suites were in-
stalled at different 
times.  As a result 
there were incon-
sistencies in the 

configuration of the audio monitoring 
systems.  In addition, two of the three 
edit suites have some consumer equip-
ment as part of the edit system.  Con-
sumer equipment is very limited in 
adaptability to interconnect with broad-
cast equipment thus requiring some-
what less than ideal interconnection 
configurations.  Now that the third, and 
probably the final, edit suite is in place, 
all three audio systems were reconfig-
ured to provide improved and identical 
audio monitoring systems. 
             The edit suites can input 
programming from several 
sources such as DVD, VHS 
tape and MINI DVD tape.  
Each source had its own audio 
and speaker system.  Some 
sources used the loudspeaker 
in their monitors which pro-
vided a very poor representa-
tion of the actual audio.  This 
resulted in frequent  erroneous 
judgments as to the quality of 

              Verizon, being a telephone com-
pany, does things quite differently from 
cable television companies.  In the case 
of Comcast and RCN, we convert the 
audio and video signals (baseband A-V) 
to a combined high frequency RF (radio 
frequency) signal (broadband in today’s 
jargon).  Then the three BCAT channels, 
each at a different frequency, are mixed 
together and the combined signal is con-
verted to visible light by a laser 
transcoder system.  At this point the laser 
beam enters a glass fiber strand for trans-
mission to the system head end.  In the 
case of Verizon, the baseband A-V signal 
is converted directly to a digital signal 
and transmitted to their head end via fi-
ber.  This might sound simplistic how-
ever the equipment required to do this 
easily occupies more than 20 times the 
space of the Comcast/RCN equipment 
and, in addition, has some 
unique input power re-
quirements.  During our 
upcoming meeting with 
Verizon engineering we 
will be dealing with several installation 
issues, not the least of which is getting 
the fiber pulled, in one piece – no splices,  
from Arlington Road Extension to BCAT 
master control, about a 3500 foot pull. 
 

***   
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There are many ways to 
improve the look and 
production quality of 
your show.  Many facets 
contribute to the overall 
appearance or style of 
your show.  The use of 

graphics is a simple way to make your 
show more eye catching.  Graphics can 
be quite simple and look extremely ele-
gant.  The main idea is to create a look 
or style for your show.  One way to do 
this is to make sure that all the graphics 
used throughout match. Color and font 
coordinating is a simple way to increase 
the look and consistency of your produc-
tion.  If you use Times New Roman font 
in red with a black outline on a blue 
background for your opening title, then 
use that same font and color combination 
for your lower thirds, credits and any 
other graphic that is used.  
             Another way of adding to the 
look of your production is to incorporate 
a logo into your show to create a sense 
of familiarity.  People recognize the logo 
and they know what show it they are 
watching.  Turning your logo into a bug 
that is displayed in the bottom right hand 
corner of the screen is a simple way to 
let viewers know what show they are 
tuned into even if they 
miss the beginning. An 
example would be to turn 
on any main channel like 
Fox or NBC and you will 
see the network logo at 
the bottom and you will 
know what channel you are watching 
whether you know what show it is or 
not.  
             There are other ways to bring a 
more professional look to your produc-
tion.  We have a number of shows where 
the producer combined the use of graph-
ics with video and created a show 
opener. They took out a camera, shot a 
bunch of footage and then using one of 
our editing systems consisting of Final 
Cut Pro and/or LiveType edited it to-
gether.  Take Jimmy Duggan for exam-
ple, he took his camera out and shot a 

LiveType.  All it 
takes is a little crea-
tive thinking and the 
drive to make it hap-
pen.  For anybody 
interested in learning 
to use a field camera 
or any of the software mentioned in this 
article, workshops are available and 
listed on page 6 of this newsletter.  You 
can also see a detailed listing of the 
classes we offer on our website at  
www.BCATtv.org.

bunch of scenery around his town for the 
opener of his show Neighborhood Chef. 
Richie Sarno’s Turntable uses a design 
from Live Type mixed in with Final Cut 
Pro to bring the show to life.  Although a 
more advanced method, it may be just 
what you are looking for to give your 
show the flare it needs. 
              It’s nice to refresh your produc-
tion regardless of how long it’s been on 
the air.  Take one of our own shows -
BNEWS Weekly has been on the air for 
many years now and, although the opener 
and the graphics are done well, and look 
good, they were done about seven years 
ago and you can tell.  I use this as an ex-
ample because we are indeed in the proc-
ess of redoing the intro and all the graph-
ics to give it a fresh new look for the fu-
ture.  I hate to say it but, I watch a lot of 
one hour shows on the WB and CBS, and 
they are always changing their show 
openers.  They always add new video 
clips from more current episodes or add-
ing people to the opener that were only 
mentioned as guest stars.  Keeping your 
show current is a good way to keep peo-
ple interested.  Be bold, change up your 
opener add some new pictures, maybe 
change the music or the font, and then go 
in and change the graphics to match.  We 
already have some shows that have more 
recently refreshed their look. Open for 
Discussion for one, changed the show 
opener and graphics for 2005, and possi-
bly again for 2006?  We’ll have to wait 
and see.

“How hard is it to 
get a sporting 
event covered on 
Burlington Cable 
Access Televi-
sion?” you ask.  
Well we answer -  
“It’s as easy or as 
hard as you want it 

to be.”   On one 
end of the spec-
trum, you take an 
hour long class on 
how to operate a 

BCAT field camera; 
you go shoot the 
event; you bring us 
back the tape; tell us 

the score; we’ll edit on beginning and 
end credits, and POOF!  It’s coverage of 
a sporting event to air on our Education 
channel  (Comcast 22 or RCN 13). 

In the middle of the spectrum 
more than just your taking the hour long 
class on how to operate a BCAT field 
camera,  when you go shoot the event.
You find someone to be an announcer to 
commentate the event. Announcers add 
an extra dimension to your production 
that makes it much better than it would 
be without it.  you bring us back the 
tape, and then you start adding on to the 
things you learn, like how to create 
graphics on Compix, and how to edit in 
and update the score as the game pro-
gresses.  During this phase you could 
also learn how to do announcing either 
during the game or after the fact, or how 
to add music, do field interviews with 
players and coaches – the list of produc-
tion elements that could be added to any 

production are endless.   
And at the farthest and most dif-

ficult end of the spectrum you can pro-
duce an event similar to BCAT’s produc-
tion of the Burlington High School Foot-
ball games.  That means hooking up with 
a staff member, learning to use the BCAT 
Van, getting crew for multiple cameras, 
getting multiple announcers, one to do 
color commentary, while the other com-
mentates on the game.  Learning how to 
edit in live score updates with impressive 
eye-catching graphics.  Maybe having 
sideline reporters giving updates to the 
main announcers during the game …

adding in Slow-Motion replays, maybe 
setting up Pre and Post game analysis 
conversations, prepackaged interviews, 
the list goes on and on . . .  

Now obviously, the first type of 
coverage I have put forth here is the easi-
est and least time consuming.  Many of 
the volunteers who have covered events 
to air on BCAT have started out as par-
ents doing just that, but once the basics 
are mastered, well friends 
or fellow parents get in-
volved, and the next thing 
you know there is another 
parent on the sidelines an-
nouncing the game.  Then 
sometimes a player or inter-
ested spectator, like maybe the sibling of 
a player, decides they would like to get 
involved and see score updates through-
out the game.  So that person comes into 
BCAT learn how to do graphics, and the 
list of those involved expands . . .

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and you have to have that all worked 
out before you step in front of the cam-
era." 
              He has actively volunteered as 
crew for both BCAT productions and to 
assist other volunteers with their pro-
ductions.  He has also produced several 
specials , many of which were unique, 
creative and of high production quality.  
One of Richie's earlier special produc-
tions was very touching and served as a 
personal message for him as well.  
Richie recalls that as his favorite mo-
ment.  "You couldn't get any more per-
sonal than that.  He (my father) passed 
away 12 years ago, he was an artist and 
did some beautiful watercolor paint-
ings, but he also suffered from depres-
sion as a result of World War II and so 
that was the second show that I actually 
did.  And so yeah, that will always be 
deep in my heart because of how touch-
ing and personal of a tribute it was to 
him."  
              Richie’s award winning Little 
Joe Cook was another special project, 
that was very complex and a huge un-

dertaking.  "That was a pain staking pro-
gram.  I mean that took a year in the 
making, not every single day, there 
would be months I didn't touch it, and 
then I'd go back and do other footage of 
the interviews with him, then I would re-
plan what I'm going to do, then I went 
back and shot some more footage and got 
some still images.  But it was a long, long 
time, a lot of editing.  It was well worth it 
in the end, but I'm not eager to take on 
another big project like that again.  I have 
one in mind, but I'm going to save that 
for at least a few more months."  Sarno 
recalls Little Joe Cooks response to the 
project.  "It was a proud moment because 
I went to Little Joe Cook's home and we 
watched it together after it was done", 
Sarno explains, "after it was finished he 
just reached over and gave me big hug 
and said "Thank you, thank you!  What a 
great job!' and I couldn't have gotten a 
greater compliment than to have him do 
that.” 
              As much as Richie enjoys his 
production work and finds BCAT to be a 
creative outlet, he says that the people are 
his favorite part of being involved.  

"Meeting everyone that works here.  
Whether they are the host of their shows 
like Arlene and Virginia Mooney, won-
derful, wonderful people, and meeting 
Joan Rolfe, Linda McNamee, Eileen 
Sickler, Sally Willard, I mean just great 
people to work with, so it's fun to come 
in.  In fact when I did my program on 
Little Joe Cook, Phil Gallagher was kind 
enough to do the narration of it, arguably 
he was the best voice for the job.  And 
that's what I like about it, it feels com-
fortable to come in here, I feel like it's 
part of a home, that I'm a part of, even 
though I don' t work for BCAT, I feel 
like I'm part of BCAT. “ 
              Richie’s final words… “I would 
encourage people that if they have inter-
est to take advantage of it.  I've seen 
other access stations and BCAT is one of 
the finest ones and they have a lot to of-
fer, and so if it's something you're inter-
ested in doing, here's an opportunity 
that's available to Burlington residents 
and I think they should take it.”
